WHEREAS, on January 4, 1999, the Board of Sup’e{f:?sors of Heidelbgigs
County, Pennsylvania, enacted an un-numbered Ordingﬁ € establishing Maximim?§peed Limits
on Certain Streets, supplementing Ordinance No. 884 g adding%ditional streets;"and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors wish toathefit POrdinance No. 88-2, as amended

C. The Township Roadmaster is hereby directed to post the maximum speed limits as
set forth above in accordance with the posting requirements of the Pennsylvania Motor Vehicle
Code.

SECTION 3: Repealer. The provisions of Ordinance No. 88-2, as amended and
supplemented, which are inconsistent with this Ordinance are expressly repealed to the extent of
any inconsistency.



SECTION 4: Savings Clause. In all other respects, Ordinance No. 88-2, as amended and
supplemented, shall remain as enacted and ordained.

SECTION 5: Severability. The provisions of this Ordinance are severable, and if any of
its sections, clauses, or sentences shall be held illegal, invalid, or unconstitutional, such provision
shall not affect or impair any remaining sections, clauses, or sentences of the same.

SECTION 6: Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective in accordance with
law.
